Description:

After completing the course you should be able to:

1. Explain the process of accounting.

. Identify the users of accounting information.

. Identify the generators of accounting information.

. Perform double entry bookkeeping.

. Record accounting transactions in a general journal and special purpose journals.

. Post transactions to the general ledger.

. Adjust accounts as part of the accounting cycle.

. Prepare a trial balance, adjusted trial balance and financial statements (income statement, balance sheet
and statement of owner's equity). Prepare financial statements using an electronic spreadsheet.

9. Prepare closing entries.

10. Recognize basic accounting theory and generally accepted accounting procedures.

11. Analyze financial statements at a beginning level and explain generally accepted accounting principles
(GAAP).

Course Expectations/Requirements:

This course is designed to introduce the student to financial accounting. The course requires a substantial
amount of reading and the ability to work with numbers. It is expected that the student attend all session; if
one is missed it is up to the student to get the information from fellow students or from the instructor at a
mutually agreed upon time. Because it is rare in business that individuals work alone, and the ability to
work with others is an important skill, there is a substantial amount of group work in the class that is
graded. Therefore come to class and prepare to be an engaged, active learner.

A few times during the term there will be a web discussion assigned where the student will log on to the
class website, go to the Recent Discussion, read the discussion question and respond to the question in
writing on the site. The response will be read by everyone in the class.. These discussions are reviewed and
graded as part of the regular assignments. On the web discussion (cyberclass) days, the class will not
physically meet. We will discuss this part of the course during class.



Policies:

If you find that regular attendance is a challenge, it is suggested that you take the Distance Learning
