DeAnza’s priority registration system complaints

I have been here three years and I still cannot register for a chemistry class without
being on the waitlist or waiting for it to begin then asking the instructor for add
code.

I understand the need for priority one and two students, veterans and athletes. But
for major courses such as chemistry, that only offers a few seats and is highly
sought after.
