The California Youth Leadership Corps (CYLC) is a statewide partnership created to prepare the next
generation of young people from historically underserved backgrounds to become community
organizers and change agents in their local communities while earning a college credential at a
community college. Participants engage in community based fellowships at local social justice
nonprofits, while pursuing a certificate through a learn-and earn community change career pathway
program. While enrolled, students receive robust academic, and social-emotional supports; career
advising; and leadership development and mentoring to help them succeed.
